Phase 2 
• Reopen church & events with 

restrictions; do not yet open 
camps, daycares or schools 

• You may move forward when 
downward trend of new cases 
for a third 14 consecutive days 
without rebound.* If rebound 
occurs, go back to Phase 1. 

Phase 1 
• Reopen church property 
• Resume business operations 
• You may move forward when 

downward trend of new cases 
for a second 14 consecutive 
days without rebound.* If 
rebound occurs, go back to 
“HOLD” phase. 

HOLD 
• Stay at home orders issued 
• No church events 
• Virtual services only 
• Securing church property 
• Emergency disaster plan 
• You may move forward when 

downward trend of new cases for 
14 consecutive days. 14th day 
must be lower than1st day. 

• Stay current on CDC, state and local 

recommendations and guidelines. 

• These phases may be different than those 

of your denomination or state; those rec-

ommendations take precedence.   

Phase 3 
• Full church service with 

proper protocols. 

*Rebound occurs when the trend in new cases increases for 5 consecutive days
